b. H8C or Equivalent: The applicants who passed in 2025 or 2024 obtaining 2
minimum total Grade Point 18 in four subjects (Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry and
English) with a minimum Grade Point of 4.0 in each of Mathematics, Physics and
Chemistry.
